Directions for Props

Billy Goats and Troll

Materials:
1-cardstock copy of props
4-sponges
12"-contact paper
hot glue

ot glue bead

o Cover front only of billy goats and troll with clear contact.

e Cutout

e  Glue front side to sponge, cut, and glue back side to back of sponge.

o Glue 2"pieces of hard Velcro to bottom of props so pieces will stand on carpet
mat.

Playboard

Materials:
1-carpet mat (9"x12")
1-bridge piece —carpet mat (9" x 37/2")
1-water strip - cellophane (9"x4")
1-grass piece (8"x3 /2")
36" — hard Velcro

Assemble by placing 3 /2" pieces of Velcro on both narrow ends of bridge, water and
grass.

Symbols for Telling and Retelling the Story
If you like, you can color each symbol background according to Goosens’ and Crain’s
color coding system. (See sample).

1. Glue large communication board to the inside of a file folder. The whole file
folder may then be laminated or covered with clear contact. This is a good size
for use as a group.

2. Cutout symbols for repeated lines. Cover with clear contact or laminate and
place 3 small piece of hook Velcro on the back of each symbol. These symbols
can be used on a variety of voice-output devices.
