Props - The Snowy Day

Gather a prop bag or box in the dramatic play area so that children
can act out the story. Some suggestions Follow:

Snow - lots of white paper (old computer paper works well) that
children can secrunch into balls and toss around *he loor,
Styrofoam or yarn balls. Children can walk through and make
crunch, erunch sounds.

Sticks - Use the real thing or empty paper towel holders painted
brown.

Winter clothing - jackets, hats, boots, mittens, scarves

Pockets - each child can have a pocket by sewing fogether 2 large
squares of felt or other heavy fabric. Attach a strap (yarn or
ribbon will do) s0 child can wear on hip and over opposite shoulder.

Snowman - Use the scrunched up white paper and stuff “snow" into
a white pillowcase. Tie at Lop with rubber band. Tie a scart about
173 way down to make a head and body. Add a hat. Eyes, nose,
mouth and buttons can be added with Veloro pieces or by using felt
shapes and safety pins.

Snowballs ~ Styrofoam balls, yarn bdlls, paper
Skates - cardboard shoe boxes

Sled - Cut a large piece of cardboard (rectangular) from a big box.
Attach a rope handle in two places at one narrow end of rectangle.
One child can sit on the cardboard while other children pull by the
rope. | you have an uncarpeted area, you can also make sleds out

of carpet mats.
