Directions for Create A Graph 
Cultural Characteristics by Region: Language

1. Go to the Create A Graph website:  http://nces.ed.gov/nceskids/Graphing/
2. Click on “start making graphs”.

3. Click on “bar graph”.
4. After selecting “bar graph” you will begin working with the design of your graph.

5. For Direction select “vertical”

6. For Shape select “cylinder”

7. For Style make no changes to this area.
8. Now select the Data tab at the right.
9. Enter your Graph Title as “Cultural Characteristics by Region: Language – Your Name” 
10. Enter the cultural element on the X Axis Label (horizontal axis) as “Language”
11. Enter the “% of  People” on the Y Axis Label 
12. For Source enter the name of website where you found the information (ex. US Census Bureau)
13. For the Data Set select 2 for Items and 4 for Groups
14. Label Group 1: United States, Group 2: Maryland, Group 3: Baltimore County, and Group 4: Deep Creek 6th Grade
15. Label Item 1: English Only and Item 2: Other Language
16. Next, enter the percent values from your data source (do not enter “%” symbol, only numbers)
17. For Min-Value and Max-Value, fill in “0” for Min-Value and “100” for Max-Value.
18. Click “Save” at the bottom of the page.

19. Click “Labels” tab on the right side.

20. Everything in the “Labels” area remains the same.  Do not make any changes here. Click “Save” at the bottom of the page.
21. Click “Preview” tab on the right side.
22. Proof your graph and click “Save”

23. Click “Print/Save” tab, then wait for your teachers instructions for saving or printing.
