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Do plants need water to survive?

1. Gather two plants that are the same. Flowering plants will work best for this experiment. 

2. Set both plants in the same area, with access to the same amount of sunlight.

3. Use the same soil for both plants.

4. Mark one plant “with water” and the other “without water”.

5. Using the scientific drawing for the water experiment, write the starting date of the experiment in the first row. Have the children draw the two plants (in the same row). One will be in the “with water” column and the other will be in the “without water” column. Only water the plant marked with water.

6. At conclusion of experiment (3 weeks later), write in ending date and draw the plants again. Record any changes in appearance.

7. Have the children form a conclusion. What did they learn from the experiment? Do plants require water to survive?
