Application Instructions


STEP 1 – OIT APPLICATION (Deadline:  November 8, 2011)

Prospective students interested in applying to a JHU-BCPS Technology Cohort program must first submit an application to the Office of Instructional Technology (OIT) by November 8, 2011.  Teachers will be notified of their acceptance by the OIT to apply for the cohort program by November 15, 2011. Please note that acceptance by the BCPS OIT does not guarantee acceptance to Johns Hopkins University.  



STEP 2 – JOHNS HOPKINS UNIVERSITY APPLICATION (Deadline:  December 15,  2011)

Students who have been accepted by the OIT must submit an application to the Johns Hopkins University School of Education by December 15, 2011 by following these steps:
· Apply on-line for admission at:  https://education.jhu.edu/soeapplicationedu.html 
· Select “Masters Degree”, then “Master of Science in Education with a concentration in Technology for Educators.  Follow prompts to get to Step 3 (application)
· Please include a frequently checked e-mail address on your application as this will be the primary mode of contact between JHU and BCPS Cohort applicants.  
· In the “COHORT OPTIONS” section of the application, select “Baltimore County Public Schools”.  Failure to select a cohort will result in your application not being identified with the BCPS Technology cohort and you may not be included in communication sent to applicants for this cohort by the Department of Teacher Development and Leadership.
· Complete entire application form and click “Submit”
· Applicants will receive a confirmation via email, along with instructions for where to send transcripts and the admissions essay.  The topic of the essay will be included in the confirmation email.
· PLEASE DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE JHU APPLICATION DEADLINE TO REQUEST YOUR TRANSCRIPTS.  Transcripts often take several weeks to arrive in our Office of Admissions.   We understand that students will not be notified of their acceptance by the OIT until November 15th, however, every effort should be made by the applicant to ensure the timely delivery of transcripts from previous universities.  We cannot guarantee that your application will be considered for the BCPS Technology cohort if any of your materials arrive after the JHU application deadline.  PLEASE ALSO SEE TRANSCRIPTS NOTE ON NEXT PAGE/REVERSE.
· All applicants are required to have earned a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale) at both the undergraduate and graduate level (including programs in progress).

IMPORTANT NOTE REGARDING TRANSCRIPTS FROM PREVIOUS UNIVERSITIES!

Applicants must submit transcripts from ALL PREVIOUS UNIVERSITIES.  This includes transcripts from universities where a degree may not have been earned and where students may have only taken a few credits for professional development reasons.  Also, applicants who transferred credits from one university into another MUST submit a transcript from the originating university.  NO exceptions will be made and your application to the JHU-BCPS MS Technology cohort will not be considered complete by JHU until all required transcripts are received.   Applicants MUST complete the admissions process and gain acceptance into the Master of Science in Education with a concentration in Technology for Educators before they are allowed to register for courses.
