University screening processes are separate from the BCPS/OIT application process, and potential cohort members must first be accepted into the BCPS/OIT cohort before they can apply to Graduate School.  After acceptance into Graduate School, cohort members will be ready to register for the cohort courses. Complete information with timelines and due dates is being distributed at the OIT information meetings.

· Applicants must have a minimum of 2 years successful classroom experience. (JHU requirement)
· After BCPS/OIT acceptance into the cohort program, applicants must submit formal application to the JHU Graduate School. 
· Applicants must commit to the BCPS cohort program in its entirety and attend courses according to the program plan.

· Applicants must register and make any required tuition or registration payments to the university prior to the first class of each semester.
