Process for Applying to Baltimore County Public Schools - Office of Instructional Technology (BCPS/OIT) Cohort Program:
1. BCPS Cohort Applications are due to Nadine Noon, Office of Instructional Technology, by  November 8, 2011.  Submit electronically to nnoon@bcps.org   There must be 15 accepted applicants in order for the cohort to run.  

2. Applicants will be notified by November 15, 2011 as to whether or not the program will run and the status of their acceptance into the cohort program. 
Important:  Do not submit an application to the Johns Hopkins University until after you have been accepted into the BCPS cohort program by the Office of Instructional Technology. You should apply to the Graduate School as soon as you receive acceptance into the OIT/BCPS cohort program.
Process for applying to the Johns Hopkins University (JHU) Cohort for 
the Master of Science in Education, Technology for Educators Program:
1. Complete the JHU/BCPS cohort program application and submit to OIT electronically by November 8, 2011.  Indicate that your principal is recommending you for this cohort program. 
2. After you have been notified of your admission into the OIT cohort (by November 15, 2011) complete the JHU application for graduate school and submit to JHU as directed on the “JHU Application Instructions”.  These instructions are being distributed at the information meetings. 
3. Be sure that you have applied to the JHU Graduate School by December 15, 2011. 

4. Be sure that you have requested transcripts as directed on the JHU Applications Instructions. You will not be admitted to the Graduate School unless all transcripts are submitted as requested. You will not be able to register for classes until you are admitted into the Graduate School. 
5. Interviews with JHU Program Advisor, Dr. John Castellani, should be scheduled as soon as you have been notified by JHU that all of your required application materials have been received.  Dr. Castellani’s email is jcastellani@jhu.edu 
6. Students will receive acceptance notification from JHU and they will need to register for theier first class by the deadline as directed.
