According to Superintendent’s Rule 6400, at the high school level where the number of qualified applicants exceeds the number of 
available seats, up to 20% of the seats may first be filled with candidates who show exceptional commitment and promise in the 
specialized program as evidenced by their performance on the approved magnet assessment(s).  The remaining seats will be filled 
using the centralized random lottery selection process from the remaining pool of qualified applicants.  Specifically, students who earn 
the highest combined score on the written assessment and interview may fill up to 20% of the seats available in the magnet program. 
 
Qualifying for Admission 
The applicant must earn 80 points from the stated criteria in order to qualify for admission.
