                                                                                       


Number of Players:  two to five                                  

Materials: 

 0 – 9 spinner, one crayon for each player, copy of the “Rectangles” playing board for each player

Playing:

· A player spins the spinner for two factors.  

· The player constructs a rectangle by making an array on the game board.

· The player outlines the rectangle and writes the multiplication number sentence it represents.

· The player records the product as the score for that turn.

· Players take turns.

Rules:

· All rectangles must be placed within the playing area.

· The edges of rectangles may touch, but no rectangles may overlap each other and no rectangle may be placed within another rectangle.

· Players drop out of the game when their factors give them a rectangle that will not fit on their playing board.

· The last player to place a rectangle on his or her graph paper gets a bonus of 10 points to add to his or her score.

Winning:

The player with the highest total score wins.
