Music Therapy Pre-Assessment Guidelines
Music therapy is the use of music and musical activities to accomplish non-musical goals such as communication, socialization, sensory motor skills that are important for daily life, and other academic IEP goals and objectives. 

Music therapy assessments may be recommended when a student:

· Is not making expected progress in areas related to IEP success and other interventions (OT, PT, speech, behavior modification, etc.) are not resulting in significant improvements 

· Demonstrates significant responses to music as a structure for IEP related tasks  

· Shows any change in physical posture or movement when musical stimuli is presented

· Responds to interruptions in the music as a nonverbal cue for refocusing attention

· Responds pleasurably to music in the environment

· Improves attention, responsiveness, or accuracy when music is the basis for a task

· Music helps to increase receptive and/or expressive language

· Shows increased/improved social skills in settings where music is present
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
